During the Celebration Dinner to mark the 90th Anniversary of the establishment of the Kamra tal-Periti, our guest speaker, Dr Mark-Anthony Falzon, will be delivering a short talk titled 

If you can’t be an astronaut, or an architect, try anthropology

Drawing on theory as well as on personal experience in the field, he shall be talking about anthropology as a form of space exploration. From ethnographic methodology to gated communities in Mumbai, festi to the transformation of land by hunters, regenerated Cottonera waterfronts to Piano’s plans for Valletta, our work has a habit of boiling down to the subject of space. Architects and anthropologists seem far removed - architects wear hip black designer stuff, for example, anthropologists wear beards and smoke pipes. And yet it may well be that, concerned as they both are with filling space with meaning, their occupations are closer kin than one might initially suspect.    
Dr Mark-Anthony Falzon studied anthropology in Malta, Colorado, and Cambridge. He is a Senior Lecturer and Head of Department at the University of Malta and a Life Member of Clare Hall, Cambridge. He has done fieldwork in India, London, Malta, and the Isole Pelagie. Cosmopolitan Connections was published by Oxford University Press in 2005; Multi-sited Ethnography by Ashgate in 2009; and South Asian Religion in Europe will be published by Ashgate in 2011.
